Effective 24 months after the rule is published, child care facilities, such as family child care homes and infant Head Start centers, and places of public accommodation, such as hotels and motels, must have compliant cribs in their facilities.  The full-size and non-full-size crib standards adopted the current ASTM International voluntary standards with additional technical modifications.
